You will receive an
energy-saving LED light bulb and additional home
energy-efficiency materials. Most importantly, we’ll
provide a report detailing recommended efficiency
measures and their energy savings, estimated costs,
and pay-back. Customers who complete an efficiency
project as recommended in their audit are eligible for
a Home Efficiency Incentive.
